The income and expenditures, outlined in the summary, reflect our
responsible approach to financial management.

The
Executive Committee empowers the Finance sub committee to
oversee routine financial matters, while significant decisions
pertaining to financial controls necessitate the EC's approval.

Notably, we've embarked on an unprecedented journey by
establishing a budget for the fiscal year. This strategic step
empowers us to project cash flow, facilitating focus on key areas of
both expenditures and revenue streams.
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With due diligence considerations, we have appointed our new
auditors and accountants, MJ Bushells. We extend our heartfelt
appreciation to our previous auditors, Ranbir Singh Atwal & Co., for
their dedicated service over the years.

To optimise our financial efficiency, we have redefined our approach
to Gift Aid claims. Monthly claims to HMRC are now streamlined,
enhancing cash flow. Additionally, we are in the process of
designing new receipt books and ensuring meticulous records of
donations.

To address the challenge of coin-based donations, we have
secured accounts with Punjab National Bank and HSBC, thanks to
the efforts of Mr Amarjit Singh Dassan. In this regard, we kindly
request our Sangat and members to consider card payments or
bank transfers for donations, alleviating the complexity of cash
deposits.

On October 4th 2023 we will be hosting the annual Sikh Students
Freshers Fair at Guru Nanak Road Gurdwara. Sikh Students from
universities will be attending, visiting diverse stalls offering career
opportunities, Sikh businesses and volunteer organisations taking
part will give guidance, and advice, showcasing projects, and
campaigns hosting competitions and giving away prises.

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BUILDING

Recognising that there had been a chronic failure to maintain the
facilities, we have embarked on an ambitious program to renovate
and improve the facilities. We have also implemented a thorough
tendering policy.

Works to date include:

Domes at Guru Nanak Road are being cleaned and repaired.
Stained Glass windows are being repaired to stop water coming
inside.

All the M&E equipment is being audited and energy-efficient
alternatives are being found.

We commissioned a decarbonisation study of Guru Nanak Road.
We have found methods to reduce the carbon emission
generated by producing heat (excludes cooking) from 350
tonnes per year to 75 tonnes per year. This is a reduction of 79%.
The lifts have both exceeded their expected wuseful lives,
replacements will be installed

Both the men’s & and women’s toilets require refurbishment, We
are currently seeking quotes and will look to start work in early
2024.

At Park Avenue, we will be installing a permanent marquee to
expand the Langar Hall.

The shed in the Park Avenue car park has been demolished to
create additional parking.

An ANPR system will be installed to better manage the parking at
both Gurdwaras to ensure spaces dre only used by Gurdwara
visitors.

A dedicated funeral room will be built at Park Avenue Gurdwara.
Baby feeding and changing rooms will be installed at both
Gurdwaras.

Extra serving counters will be ordered to reduce the langar
queues at Park Avenue.

We are grateful to all the building sub committee members for their
help and support, in particular Bhai Baljinder Singh Dhillon who has
worked tirelessly in overseeing many of the ongoing projects.

We are actively involved in the Southall interfaith group, which
brings together leaders from Christian, Hindu, Muslim, and Sikh
communities to collaborate on common issues. Members of the
committee and Sevadars participate in this outreach program.

The General Secretary had the opportunity to meet the Archbishop
at Lambeth Palace to discuss Sikh issues in the UK.

The Sabha also sponsored the Vaisakhi at Parliament event earlier
this year. The event was led by the BSCF.

We proactively collaborated with the Sangat and Ealing Council
regarding their ambitious "Get Southall Moving" initiative, which
encompassed enhancements to cycling infrastructure along Guru
Nanak Road. Through meaningful discussions with the council, we
are confident that a sensible solution will be found to ensure we do
not lose parking. We extend our appreciation to the dedicated
efforts of their officers and councillors, who thoughtfully considered
our feedback.

In partnership. with the Sikh Human Rights Group (SHRG), the
Sabha has been invited to hold a side event at the United Nations in
Geneva in September 2023, alongside a leading European nation,
focusing on neurodiversity awareness and integrating it into
community institutions.

Jagdish Kaur, Joint General Secretary of the Sabha, addressed the
United Nations in Geneva on July 6, 2023, to discuss "Menstrual
Health and Gender Discrimination” during a panel organised by the
SHRG. This event showcased the Sabha's commitment to global
awareness and solutions. The event united experts, activists, and
organisations, fostering knowledge exchange. The Sabha now
intensifies efforts to implement discussed solutions, prioritising
reducing gender bias and promoting equal opportunities through
ongoing global advocacy.

Other continued projects and initiatives include:

* Let's Go Southall cycle scheme hosted at Park Avenue Gurdwara,
in partnership with Ealing Council.

e South Asia Biobank LOLIPOP Study health study at Norwood Hall.
The study is funded by the Wellcome Trust, sponsored by
Imperial College London, and supported by the Sabha. In the first
3 years over 43,000 individuals have been tested, 16,829 cases of
high cholesterol were identified, 8,836 cases of high fasting
blood sugar and 8,741 individuals with high blood pressure.
Some participants have required emergency admission to
hospitals for previously undiagnosed issues.

e Every third Sunday the 13 Community Clinic continues to run at
Park Avenue Gurdwara. The clinic provides legal, medical and
wellbeing advice.

e The Sabha’s matrimonial service takes place on Sunday
afternoons from 12-4pm at Guru Nanak Road. This is an essential
service for the community, and the committee will continue to
support it.

e Our very own Mael Gael continues to grow from strength to

strength, led by Bibi Tej Kaur and the team.

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GARDENING

The Sabhaq, in partnership with OwnGrown, continues to nuture and
enhance its garden at Norwood Hall. Reflecting a dedication to
promoting nutritional diversity in our community, this season the
team has cultivated an impressive 46 vegetable varieties from
tomatoes to chillies and watermelons to butternut squash.

Inclusivity is a core value exemplified by our Connect with Food
sessions for seniors aged 50+. We've hosted 17 sessions, each
attended by up to 35 enthusiastic seniors eager to connect with the
earth and their food. These sessions cover topics like seed sowing,
companion planting, pruning, propagating, and harvesting,
providing essential gardening skills and knowledge to our seniors.

For our younger members, we've created engaging hands-on
experiences such as a charming sweet pea teepee and a bug hotel
during the SGSSS summer camp. These projects foster a connection
with nature and educate about the importance of pollinators in our
garden ecosystem.

Our gardening philosophy is rooted in sustainability. We've
implemented methods such as no-dig gardening and companion
planting to encourage people to work in harmony with their
environment. Furthermore, we maintain a strict policy against
pesticide or insecticide use, promoting natural, organic and eco-
friendly gardening practices.

Looking ahead, we have an exciting lineup of workshops, including
seed saving, winter growing, and learning to compost. We're excited
to introduce an early-learning kids playground area, a serene water
feature, a communal campfire and a spacious shelter that will allow
us to conduct outdoor classes throughout the year.

Lastly, we are eagerly planning a grand opening event in October. It
will serve as an opportunity to celebrate our collective
achievements, showcase the transformation of Norwood Hall
Gardens, and welcome the wider community to join us in promoting
sustainable and inclusive gardening practices.
