REMOVAL
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Before proceeding with any work on the
bike, make sure it is turned off and the
charger disconnected.
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_oosen rear axle lock bolt

2 Push the lock bolt to be able to pull
from the opposite side

3 Remove the lock bolt and chain
tension adjuster

4 Remove axle
5 Release chain from the rear sprocket
6 Slide the wheel out
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INSTALLATION
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Before proceeding with any work on the
bike, make sure it is turned off and the
charger disconnected.

1 Clean the wheel axle from any debris
and apply lithium grease.
2 Slide the wheel in place
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Ensure the brake disc is on the brake
caliper side and slides between the
brake pades.

3 Fit the chain in the rear sprocket
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Gently wiggle the wheel to make it easier
to slide the axle Iin.

4 |nsert the rear axle
nstall the chain tension adjuster
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Be carefull not to catch your hand
between the chain and the rear sprocket
when procceding with step #6

6 Insert a cloth between the chain and
‘ear sprocket and spin the rear wheel
packwards until the chain is tensioned
Tighten the axle nut to 80 Nm
Remove the cloth

Spin the wheel by hand a few times
and check the brake operation
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Check brakes operation before operating
the bike.
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
