Caravanserai provides a variety of outstanding short and long-term programs addressing all 
aspects of business readiness and leadership, for entrepreneurs at all stages.
 
 SEED Lab Pre-Accelerator
 This 8-month (90 hour) program developed in partnership with the University of    
 California-Riverside Extension provides early-stage entrepreneurs from historically
 marginalized  and under-served communities with training, mentorship, and start-up funding.
 
 Business Readiness & Business Expansion Training Programs
 These 8-10 week online programs provide early-stage entrepreneurs with the basic tools  
 and information they need to launch a new business.
 
 Webinar Workshops
 Early-stage entrepreneurs benefit from these engaging and valuable 90-minute monthly  
 workshops delivered by insightful, experienced business professionals.
 
 Caravan SBDC
 Our Caravan Small Business Development Center coaches provide one-on-one    
 mentorship in Spanish or English to Hispanic/Latino entrepreneurs in Riverside, San   
 Bernardino, and Orange Counties. Funded by the federal Small Business Administration  
 (SBA) and the State of California.
